Our History

The Oregon Petroleum Association was founded as a loose state confederation in the early 1950’s by a group of private brand marketers.   In 1958 branded marketers joined the organization and it became the Oregon Oil Jobbers Association. In 1985 it evolved into the Oregon Petroleum Marketers Association (OPMA).  In the early 1990’s the Oil Heat Institute (OHI) merged with the OPMA and in 2004, the Oregon Gasoline Dealers Association consolidated with the OPMA, creating the Oregon Petroleum Association.  Today OPA has over 140 fuel marketer, dealer and associate members. OPA members account for more than 65% of all petroleum products sold in Oregon.
